• You will just be tallying how many people you see – keeping 
a respectful distance from them – using a new smartphone-
based app. 

• You’ll be asked to view a short training video prior to the 
event. 

• When your team has finished, you’ll return to this 
deployment site to check out and return supplies. 

• After registering, be watching for email updates from the 
Greater Los Angeles Homeless Count for reminders and 
other news about the event.
