An unlocked vehicle was entered and various items were stolen including credit cards and financial documents. The credit cards were used to 
make various purchases.

A known juvenile suspect stole the victim's scooter while juvenile victim was playing.  
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Remember to HIDE IT, LOCK IT, KEEP IT.  Always lock your vehicle doors and keep valuables out of sight. Leaving mail and valuables in plain 

sight makes your vehicle a target for thieves, even when you park your vehicle in your own driveway, garage, or carport. Keep your homes and 

garages locked, even when you’re at home. Bicycles should always be secured with a heavy-duty lock and chained to a solid object that the 

bicycle cannot be lifted over. Lock frame first, then back wheel and front wheel.
